Next week, we will be kicking off our PBS (Positive Behavioral Support) program for this school year. On Friday, September 4, at 1:15 in the cafeteria, we will conclude the kickoff with a school-wide assembly.  The assembly will include a motivational speaker and rewards for both classrooms and individual students based on their behavior and participation during the week of September 1.  With that said, during the week of September 1st, students will be able to voluntarily participate in a classroom competition which includes a color clothing item of the day based on one of the 4 Brantwood Behaviors (Respect, Responsibility, Caring and Honesty).  The classroom with the most participation and displaying the best Brantwood Behaviors will win a ticket for each student in that class.  The tickets can then be redeemed for rewards. The scheduled colored clothing days are as follows:

Tuesday, September 1st - Red (Caring)

Wednesday, September 2nd - Yellow (Respect)

Thursday, September 3rd - Blue (Honesty)

Friday, September 4th - Green (Responsibility)

Along with the colored clothing days, we are also going to have a poster contest for each individual student and their family.  The poster contest can include a focus on one Brantwood Behavior or all four.  The PBS team will then decide which poster represents the best visual of the Brantwood Behaviors. The student and family who create the best poster will earn a reward. Although only one poster will win, all posters will be displayed around the school promoting positive behaviors contributed through a valuable family activity.  Posters are due September 3rd and can be turned into your child’s classroom teacher.
