Circulation Policies 

*  Books:  Two weeks circulation 
*  Reference Books: Intended for use in the library.  (One day circulation, if necessary.)   
*  Magazines:   The latest issue does not leave the library.  Older issues may be 

checked out for two weeks. 
*  AV Materials:   Generally intended for use within the Media Center and in the 

classrooms.  May be checked out for one day, with permission of 
teacher or librarian. 

*  Renewal: Materials may be renewed if they have not been reserved or 
requested by others. 

*  Holds: You can hold books at the desk.  When the book becomes 
available, you will be notified. 

*  Fine: $.05 per school day is charged for each overdue item 
*  Maximum Fines: $1.00 for each paperback 
 $2.00 for each hardbound 
*  Damage/Loss: Current replacement or repair costs will be charged.  This charge 

varies with each item.
