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Race to the Top activities remain in the forefront of Mad River’s initiatives for 2012.  Each of the Transformation Team Assurance Area Committees has now met to update the Scope of Work and action plans for Year 2.  The Assurance Area C committee has developed a Formative Instructional Practices Survey to gauge current district practices and inform upcoming RttT sponsored Professional Development.   Numerous district personnel are also continuing the revision of curriculum maps and investigating the new teacher evaluation system.  

In January, the two Ohio Teacher Evaluation System (OTES) pilot schools, Beverly Gardens and Stebbins, continued their work with their volunteer participants.  These teachers are providing feedback about the new evaluation model.  Additionally, several district administrators and teachers attended the “Redesigning Teacher Evaluation” series presented by the Montgomery County Educational Service Center.  At the last session, Jim Rowley from the University of Dayton presented information about how the Danielson framework could be used to meet the criteria set forth by House Bill 153.  This information will be shared with the Mad River Local Schools Teacher Evaluation Committee.

At the conclusion of the month, the K-4 Social Studies Standards Revision and Mapping Committee reconvened to create new curriculum maps.  The grade level teams worked very hard to create new maps and unit guides.  Each grade will now have consistent resources available, ranging from “I can” statements to model lessons.  All of the documents created during these sessions can be accessed on the district shared drive in the Social Studies Curriculum folder.  

Race to the Top activities will continue in February with further curriculum mapping sessions and meetings of the Transformation Team and Teacher Evaluation Committee.
