Dear Parents/Guardians,

Title I (Title One) is a set of programs set up by the United States Department of Education to distribute funding to schools and school districts to assist students with literacy and math skills.  Brantwood is now a “School-Wide” Title I school.  As a “School-Wide” Title I school, this allows us to provide additional services to students in reading and math.  This may include small group and individual tutoring with the Title I teachers/intervention teachers/tutors.  
Through testing, classroom teachers identify students in need of these extra services and place those students in smaller-sized intervention groups.  Students do not miss any classroom instruction during the time they are in small intervention groups.  They receive extra practice on skills they are learning in the classroom.
