Waiver of School Fees

Students receiving Ohio Works First (OWF) may be eligible to receive a waiver of school fees for materials needed to enable the student to participate in a course of instruction.  This waiver does not apply to students receiving Social Security Disability and does not include fees for extra curricular activities, student fines, non-curricular field trips, school pictures, school meals, or student enrichment programs that are not a course of instruction.

Some courses that have supply fees, such as home economics or industrial arts, may have restrictions on amounts of materials or projects.

To qualify, the parent must complete an application form that documents proof of eligibility.  The parent may also choose to sign the release of shared information section included on the free and reduced lunch application.  These forms are available from the building principal or on the Mad River Local Schools Website, and must be completed for each school year.  The waiver of school fees covers the period of eligibility for OWF.

The Mad River Local Schools will continue to work cooperatively with parents regarding payment of school fees.  This new legislation provides a formal process for fee waiver.  Please be assured that school officials will handle fee waivers in a confidential manner.  If you have any questions, please feel free to contact your son/daughter’s principal.
